Laguna BelAir School
celebrated Nutrition Week in July
with the theme OHealthy Filipino
Options: 1Vs and Brown Rice.O
This yearOs celebration and its
activities focused on introducing
indigenous vegetables to the
LBAS community. The activities
encouraged the participants to
gather and try different recipes
using indigenous vegetables. The
school also took the opportunity
to introduce brown rice as a
nutritious and economically sound
option to milled and polished rice.

The 4th graders had a potluck
party where they had to bring
brown rice and a viand made of
indigenous vegetables. They were
also tasked to explain the
nutritional value of the viand they
brought. Grades 5 and 6 were
assigned to create their own
recipes of indigenous vegetable
salad with dressing.

Meanwhile, the high school
students had an indigenous pizza
making contest. They baked their
pizzas before the actual judging
day and reheated them minutes
before the judging time. The
entire covered court was filled
with the delicious smell of the
various indigenous pizzas. Many
were excited as they set up their
tables. Two to three members of
the group remained at the tables
to explain the nutritional value of
their indigenous pizza and to
assist the judges in tasting them.

Rain de Castro and his group-
mates from IV B Archimedes won

1st place. Julia MalicdemOs group
from Il B Aristotle placed second,
while MJ PagaduanOs group from
IV - Newton got the 3rd place.
Although not everyone got
awards, everyone was considered
a winner for coming up with such
creative culinary creations!
Everyone celebrated by eating the
pizzas.

It was one proof that eating
your greens canOt be as bad as
you think. In fact, eating fruits
and vegetables is not really bad at
all. WhatOs more, eating them
with brown rice makes for an
even healthier diet. On the other
hand, if you really donOt like
vegetables, then try creative ways
for you to like them.
